He wrote several scripts for the broadcast Radio
Theatre, (“The Nominative Case”, for instance, was
dedicated to the memory of Lieutenant Constantin
Marinescu, the hero of the assault over Budapest
Central Post Office, in January 1945). He also
published monographies of military units and a novel
inspired by the life of a student of the Military
Academy.

“He was very demanding with the voices that populated
his broadcast — remembers Colonel (ret) Traian Bucurenciu. He
refused his own voice, which he did not like, did not believe in
it. He was writing plays for the radio and he asked great actors
to read them due to his exigency (George Calboreanu, Emil
Botta)”.

He asserted his experience as a reporter in a series of novels
“People and Characters” and in an autobiographical confession
“Lights and Shadows”.

As an editor he has made over 500 radio
broadcasts under the name “To the Homeland” and collaborated
at the broadcasts “Antenna of the Youth®, “Reports”, etc. In the
past 20 years, as an army reserve, Traian Bucurenciu leaned in
particular, especially in articles published in “The Military
Observer” on the issues concerning the retired military’s life
and their organization, the National Union of Military Personnel,
Reserved and Retired.

Colonelul (r) Lica Pavel (n. 1950) a fost redactor la emisiunea
militara de radio .Pentru patrie” (1981-1990) si la emisiunea
militara de televiziune .Pro Patria” (1990-1991).

On December 22,
1989, Lica Pavel, by that time a major, was the first army
officer who addressed the Army from the microphone of the
Romanian Radio, urging the military to join the revolutionaries.
He also organized the first squad to defend the institution. Six
days later, the station broadcast for 30 minutes, the first free
military broadcast — “For the Homeland”. On November 1,
2001, he launched on Radio Constanta, the weekly broadcast
“Dobrogea’s Shield” (20 minutes).

(1982), “My Imaginary sonnets of Vasile Voiculescu”

confirms the epic vocation of a writer who knew how to
capitalize his own life experience.
